Japanese Folktales!

"Japanese folktales" refer to orally 
transmitted folk narrative. Systematic 

collection of specimens was pioneered by 
folklorist Kunio Yanagita. Yanagita disliked 

the word minwa, a coined term directly 
translated from "folktale". He therefore 

proposed the use of the term 
mukashibanashi ("tales of long ago) to apply 
to all creative types of folktales (i.e., those 
that are not "legendary" types which are 

more of a reportage).

Momotaro, or Peach Boy (Edo Period) is 
one of the five most famous folktales of 
Japanese history (Go-dai Mukashi Banashi), 
and tells the story of a boy found in a 
peach, who goes on great adventures 
destroying oni with his dog and monkey 
friend (cute!).

First translated in 1885, Momotaro was a 
huge figure during WWII, representing 
Japan, while his friends were symbolic of 
the Japanese citizens and the oni of the US.
